Nikos Papaloukas is an artist whose evolving career | happened to be more than happy to have witnessed quite
closely, even by the beginnings of his artistic tentative. In his most recent work, the artist seems - up to a certain
point- to give up any former vigorous colour attempts and concentrates more and more in studying formative
values. He is experimenting moreover with the semantic representation of reality as known within Modern Art
through Cezanne onwards.

The artist captures reality through the geometrical structure of an object with an excellent use of clear forms and
geometrical outlines whilst having his compositions based on the exclusion of any secondary elements within the
analysis of oversimplified forms and their matching relations; forms, that are drawn down to their mere elementary
characteristics.

While the Cubism of the past century used to destructurize form, objects, figure or still nature, abolishing thus any
autonomy of all secondary elements of the composition, in this particular case, within Papaloukas’work, abstraction
and geometrical simplification don’t abolish form: the outlines of figures and persons being simplified, get a
somehow Dorian severeness and descriptive modesty; form at its actual limits! In this way, his painting reveals and
accentuates the sense of form even in its simplest state.

His relation to Cubism seems to be once more what tends to apply both to Picasso and Matisse, namely that all
contemporary artists are unwillingly children of Cezanne...

Papaloukas seems to follow moreover Gris's example as well as other examples of all pre-cubistic works of Cezanne
and Matisse: adopting the bold geometric simplification from analytic cubism but carrying on at the same time
with the colourful tension of post-impressionism.

Nevertheless, Papaloukas differs in great extend even thematically from classical Cubism: while classical cubists
tend to deal with the representation of specific themes or motifs such as musical instruments or people sitting or
reading books, he focuses on mythological themes: this way he doesn’t follow any cubist tendency to even import
any ‘foreign’to art material into painting. His compositions stay, at least up to now, within the framework of pure
painting philosophy.
